City Hall was the tallest building in Philadelphia
until Liberty Place was built, and you can still
get one of the city’s greatest views from its
observation deck. Many movies feature this
unusual building, done in the French Second
Empire style—you may recognize it from Trading
Places, 12 Monkeys, Philadelphia, and more. Its
plaza, the recently renovated Dilworth Park,
hosts many outdoor activities in season.

 Overview:
“Midtown Village” is the area between the Schuylkill

and Delaware Rivers, from Market Street to the
north, South Street to the south, Broad Street to

the west, and 10th Street to the east. It features top
restaurants, shops, museums, theaters, and more.

Transportation:
To get to Midtown Village: Take the Market—
Frankfort Line to 15th Street or take the 21 bus
from 40th and Chestnut and get off at Broad and
Chestnut.
To return to Penn: Take Market—Frankfort Line
from 13th and Market streets back to 34th Street or
40th Street or take the 21 or 42 bus from Walnut
and Broad to 40th Street.
